Joseph Granger, son of Jozsef and Julianna (Molnar) Gerencser, was born in Gyomore, Hungary on 25 September 1894. He immigrated to the Untied States with his parents and younger brother Stephen in 1905. He married Lucille Raymond on 11 February 1918 in Buffalo New York, and had four children: Lucille Granger, born September 1919, Edwin Joseph Granger, born 22 March 1921,  Constance Granger born 3 February 1926, and Daniel Gordon Granger born 13 October 1938. He joined the United States Naval Reserve force 23 July 1918 and was stationed at Great Lakes Illinois. He did not see active duty and received an honourable discharge 30 September 1921.  He was employed as an insurance agent, then became a Stationary Engineer with the Buffalo Police Department and retired in 1960. He died of heart attack on 13 April 1967 at 11:00 p.m. in Buffalo New York. Joseph was buried on 17 April 1967 at Elmlawn Cemetery, Tonawanda New York.
