Jozsef Gerencser was the oldest child of Janos and Juliana (Arvai) Gerencser. He was born 19 September 1867 in Kispecz, Hungary. He was Magyar (ethnic Hungarian), Lutheran and a peasant agricultural labourer. He married Julianna Molnar at the Evangelical church in Kispecz on 8 April 1893. He had a total of three children: Joseph Granger born 25 September 1894 in Gyomore; Stephen Victor Granger born 7 April 1898 in Kispecz; and Julie Gerencser born 13 January 1907 in Buffalo, New York. Joszef immigrated to the United States in 1902, returning to Hungary in 1905 for his wife and two sons. He worked at American Radiator Company in Buffalo New York as a labourer. Jozsef died of a skull fracture from an accidental fall on 8 March 1919 at 12:00 p.m. He was buried the following day at Elmlawn Cemetery, Kenmore (Tonawanda) New York.
