Mary Margaret McSorley, daughter of Richard and Josephine (Robinson) McSorley,was born on 15 July 1900 at 148 Hawley St., Buffalo New York. She was employed as a telephone operator at American Telephone and Telegraph Company (AT&T) in Buffalo. Her religious affiliation was Roman Catholic. She married Stephen Victor Granger on 14 August 1923 in Batavia New York. Mary had a daughter Mary-Jane Granger on 16 September 1929 at Millard Fillmore Hospital, Buffalo New York. She had a son Stephen Robert Granger on 4 July 1933 in Buffalo New York; he died 8 July 1933 of “cerebral birth injury.” Mary immigrated to Canada in September 1937, but retained her American citizenship. She had a son Robert Stephen Granger on 11 January 1938 at the St. Catharines General Hospital. Mary died of pneumonia on 30 October 1977 in St. Catharines Ontario and was buried at Victoria Lawn Cemetery.
