Richard McSorley, son of Hubert and Margaret (maiden name unknown) McSorley, was born on 18 December 1863 in Buffalo New York, according to the Buffalo Orphan Asylum records. He entered the orphanage 18 August 1868 (aged 4 years) with his brother Hewitt aged nine, and his brother Charles aged eight. He was indentured (hired for labour) by Lenther Scott of Hinsdale, Cattaraugus County New York on 12 January 1874. Sometime thereafter he ran away and his whereabouts are unknown until 22 May 1894, when he married Josephine Robinson in Buffalo New York. Richard was a house painter. He had a son Arthur McSorley in Buffalo New York on 30 October 1898. Another child was born and died sometime before 1900. Richard had a daughter Mary Margaret McSorley at 148 Hawley St., Buffalo New York on 15 July 1900. He died of a heart attack on 8 May 1935 at 1319 West 4th St, Los Angeles California, where he had been a resident for 10 years. He was buried on 17 May 1935 at Calvary Cemetery, Los Angeles California.
