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Stephen Victor Granger, son of Jozsef and Julianna (Molnar) Gerencser, was born on 7 April 1898 in Kispecz, Hungary. He immigrated to the United States with his parents and older brother Joseph Granger in 1905. He married Ilona (Helen) Lukacs on 19 December 1917 in Buffalo New York. Stephen had a son Stephen Granger Gerencser there on 12 January 1920; the baby died one day later of pneumonia. Stephen had a daughter Helen Elizabeth Granger, born 25 August 1921 in Buffalo New York. Stephen married Mary-Margaret McSorley on 14 August 1923 in Batavia New York. He worked as a shipping foreman at the Wire Wheel Corporation. Stephen's daughter Mary-Jane Granger was born on 16 September 1929 at Millard Fillmore Hospital, Buffalo New York. Stephen had a son Stephen Robert Granger on 4 July 1933 in Buffalo New York; he died four days later from "cerebral birth injury." Stephen immigrated to Canada in September 1937. His son Robert Stephen Granger was born on 11 January 1938 at the St. Catharines General Hospital. Stephen worked as a shipping foreman at Conroy's Manufacturing Company. He died of a heart attack on 14 June 1960 in St.Catharines, Ontario, Canada and was buried at Victoria Lawn Cemetery, St.Catharines.
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
